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Latar Belakang : Anemia pada ibu hamil merupakan salah satu masalah
kesehatan yang dapat berdampak pada ibu dan janin. Faktor-faktor seperti usia,
paritas, tingkat pendidikan, dan status ekonomi diduga berpengaruh terhadap
kejadian anemia pada ibu hamil. Tujuan penelitian ini untuk mengetahui
Hubungan Usia, Paritas, Tingkat Pendidikan, Dan Status Ekonomi Dengan
Kejadian Anemia Pada Ibu Hamil Di Rumah Sakit Umum Penyangga Perbatasan
Betun.

Metode Penelitian: Penelitian ini menggunakan metode analitik korelasi dengan
pendekatan cross-secsional. Pengambilan sampel dilakukan dengan teknik
accidental sampling sebanyak 36 responden Ibu Hamil. Pengumpulan data
dilakukan melalui kuesioner. Analisis data dilakukan menggunakan uji Chi-
square.

Hasil: Dari 36 responden, prevalensi anemia pada ibu hamil sebesar 39%.
Analisis statistik menunjukkan bahwa terdapat hubungan yang signifikan antara
usia (p<0,05), paritas (p<0,05), tingkat pendidikan (p<0,05), dan status ekonomi
(p<0,05) dengan kejadian anemia pada ibu hamil.

Kesimpulan: Usia, paritas, tingkat pendidikan, dan status ekonomi memiliki
hubungan yang signifikan dengan kejadian anemia pada ibu hamil di Rumh Sakit
Umum Penyangga Perbatasan Betun

Background: Anemia in pregnant women is one of the health problems that can
affect the mother and fetus. Factors such as age, parity, education level, and
economic status are thought to affect the incidence of anemia in pregnant women.
The purpose of this study was to determine the relationship between age, parity,
education level, and economic status with the incidence of anemia in pregnant
women at the Betun Border Support General Hospital.

Research Methods: This study used analytic correlation method with a cross-
sectional approach. Sampling was done by accidental sampling technique as
many as 36 pregnant women respondents. Data collection was done through
questionnaires. Data analysis was performed using the Chi-square test.

Results: Of the 36 respondents, the prevalence of anemia in pregnant women was
39%. Statistical analysis showed that there was a significant relationship between
age (p<0.05), parity (p<0.05), education level (p<0.05), and economic status
(p<0.05) with the incidence of anemia in pregnant women.

Conclusion: Age, parity, education level, and economic status have a significant
relationship with the incidence of anemia in pregnant women at Betun Border
Support General Hospital.
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
